Archives”

e-misférica invites scholarly reviews of books, performances and films for its Spring 2012 issue,
titted “On the Subject of Archives.” Please see below for a list of books open for review; we
welcome additional suggestions.

More than a repository of objects or texts, the archive is also the process of selecting, ordering,
and preserving the past. But in recent years, the term “archive” has become increasingly
capacious, interchangeable with “save,” “contain,” “record,” “upload,” “preserve,” and “share”
and with systems of organization such as a “collection,” “library,” “inventory,” and “museum.”
“Archive” in the digital age seems to magically transcend the contradictions between “open” and
“closed,” democratic and elitist, the curated selection process and the do-it-yourself upload. But
have the logics of intelligibility shifted to bring the unspoken and the unthought into public
awareness? How have the power structures behind archival practices been transformed through
technological and creative innovation over the past decades? What are the continuities that
persist in the present? How have the boundaries between archival subjects and archival objects
been reconfigured in the process? Do “live” acts, such as performances, resist the archive? Or
does the archive produce its own special kind of performances? This special issue of e-
misférica explores how scholars, artists, and activists throughout the Americas are using and
theorizing “archives” to rethink the politics of what is saved (remembered), and what is
discarded (forgotten), and are, in the process, redefining the representational forms through
which the unthought and the unspoken are made intelligible.
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e-misférica is the biannual, peer-reviewed, online journal of the Hemispheric Institute of
Performance and Politics, and is edited by Jill Lane and Marcial Godoy-Anativia. Each issue is
organized around a theme that explores the relationship between performance and politics in
the Americas. The journal publishes scholarly essays and multimedia presentations by artists,
activists, and intellectuals, as well as reviews of books, performances, and films. This issue will
be published in June 2012. We welcome contributions in Spanish, English, and Portuguese. All
reviews should be 750 words (up to 1500 for pieces covering more than one book, performance,
or film).

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acciones de “guardar”, “contener”, “grabar”, “cargar”, “preservar’ y “compartir”, y por sistemas
de organizacion, como una “coleccion”, “biblioteca”, “inventario”, o “museo”. En la era digital, el
“archivo” parece trascender magicamente las contradicciones entre lo “abierto” y lo “cerrado”, lo
democratico y lo elitista, y los procesos de seleccion del archivista profesional y el “posteo”
improvisado del aficionado. No obstante, ;han cambiado lo suficiente las l6gicas de la
inteligibilidad para hacer publico lo no dicho y pensable lo impensable? ;Qué transformaciones
han experimentado en las ultimas décadas—a través de innovaciones tecnoldgicas y
creativas—Ias estructuras de poder que estan detras de las practicas de archivo? ;Qué
continuidades persisten en el presente? ; Como han sido reconfiguradas las fronteras entre los
sujetos y los objetos del archivo? ; Pueden las acciones en vivo, como el performance, resistir
el archivo?
